Use WEX-NEU Neutral Cleaner Concentrate at a dilution of 1:128 (1 ounce of
WEX-NEU to each gallon of water) for cleaning vinyl, vinyl asbestos, asphalt,
rubber, and other resilient floors. WEX-NEU works excellently at the same
dilution on terrazzo, ceramic tile, concrete, and other hard surface floors.

PRESSURE WASHERS and SPRAY CLEANERS
Use WEX-NEU Neutral Cleaner Concentrate at a dilution of 1:128 (one ounce
of WEX-NEU to each gallon of water) in both low and high pressure washers.
